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Library Materials   
 

• Overall, 65 percent of the students stated  a high level of agreement with the library and learning lab materials, including audio-visual and 
computer and laboratory equipment, being comprehensive, current and accessible, giving it an average rating of 4.36. 
 

• Sixty-six percent of on-campus and 63 percent of eLine students expressed the same opinion about the library materials, giving this survey 
item an average rating of 4.37 and 4.26, respectively. 
 

• Yet, RNSG 2306 on-campus students gave library materials the lowest rating (2.95) than their peers taking other courses. 
 
 
Conclusion 
 
Overall, the majority of the students enrolled in every course other than RNSG 2306 expressed a high level of agreement with every survey item, 
giving it an average rating above 4.0. 
 
Most of the average ratings given by eLine students are slightly higher than those given by on-campus students. 
 
 
Limitations of Survey 
 
As with any survey, a portion of the survey is expected to return incomplete or inaccurate responses.  However, with online administration of the 
survey and proper item construction to reduce misinterpretation, the effects of these phenomena are generally negligible.  
 
Due to FERPA regulations, results of the survey for classes where fewer than five students participated are not included in the report posted 
online. Also posted online comments do not include the instructor’s name, nor are they divided by course by instruction method due to the small 
number of responses.

While both instructors did include objectives which could be met by reading the text and 
which were tested over, some of (Name Omitted)'s lectures did not relate much to the stated objectives or tested content.  Yes, it is good to break up monotony by 
relating real-life experiences, but I sometimes felt it would be better time managment for myself to skip her lectures and spend that time reading the text (sometimes; 
not always).  I do enjoy her stories and I can definately see that she is enthusiastic about both our success as students and her experience as a nurse.  I just didn't 
always find her lectures helpful.  I was very dissapointed with the number of typos and grammatical errors on the exams. If the question isn't worded correctly 
grammatically or includes typos, how can we be expected to understand the question and answer correctly?  It would be good if the instructors would review and edit 
the exam questions for next semester.  I know what I think doesn't really matter that much, but I also think the instructors should consider the possibility that the first 
exam is a poorly written test and needs to be not only edited, but also revised.  I'm not saying anyone has to agree about that, but at least consider the possibility.  
Here's why I think that may be the case:  While many of the level 1 nursing students had never before taken an exam in which there were multiple correct answers 
and the testee was required to choose the ""most correct"" answer, I had.  I had taken at least 8 such exams before this semester and got A's on most and high B's on 
the rest.  Not to mention that I got A's or high B's on the rest of the exams this semester, but a low B on the first exam, for which I was much more prepared than the 
others this semester.  Now, with that said, the fact that most of the class did poorly on the first exam can't be chalked-up to the fact that the students weren't familiar 
with that type of test.  When the majority of the class scores very low on an exam, most instructors will at least consider the problem may have been with the exam 
and not with the entire class.  That's all I'm asking these instructors to do with exam 1; just consider the possibility." 

(Names Omitted) were very good instructors and made all of the materials easy to understand and made sure we knew exactly what we needed to know for the test. 

(Name Omitted) was a very inspiring professor and I was glad to be taught by her because she made this information interesting. 

In regards to question number 7.  Library personel were always helpful.  But unfortunately I was unable to take advantage of our nursing learning lab also known as 
minnies lab.  I went into this lab once to study and was met with rudeness, hostility, and negativity.  I never went back.  Having a quite space to study is difficult to 
come by with all the students that this college has. Because I didnt want to have another negative encounter, I avoided this area and it would have been nice to have 
that option open. Now I am a realistic person and understand everyone has a off day, but it was really bad.  As a level 1 student, it was new enviorment, new 
teachers, new people, new everything.  I did not want to get off on the wrong foot with anyone, including students, teachers, or personel.  This was a bad 1st 
impression. 

I enjoyed this class very much.  I learned alot from not only the instructors but from my textbook as well.  This class flowed very well.  One thing I would recommend 
for the future is that the teachers please show up on time.  There were a few days where the teacher would show up 5-10 minutes late and we are stuck outside the 
classroom waiting.  It's very frustrating being told to be there on time or else we get reprimanded and then our teachers can't even show up on time themselves. 

(Name Omitted) is an excellent instructor both knowledgable and fair to all student.  
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I feel like I received very good instruction from (Name Omitted). She has alot of knowledge to share and directed us well. (Name Omitted) was also great. They were 
both excellent teachers. 

The level three instructors were excellent. i feel i have grown the most this semester out of all the semesters in nursing school. Tough at times the instructors 
encouraged us to use our critical thinking skills and to improve our assessments skills. Overall an excellent group of instructors and am very fortunate to have had 
such a great learning experience.  

It has been my experience that any time I asked (Name Omitted) a question her response was very sharp and negative almost demeaning. (Name Omitted) is a very 
thorough lecturer who does not simply stand in front of the class and read a powerpoint. She calls for the students to interact add examples for students to fully grasp 
concepts. However, sometimes she comes across as harsh when trying to make her point about a certain topic. I understand that these instructors are trying to 
prepare students for entry into the nursing field, but there needs to be another technique used other than inflicting fear.  On the other hand, (Name Omitted) is very 
open to constructive criticism and frequently asks students how she is performing as an instructor.  

Lectures by both instructors were very informative. No complaints 

(Name Omitted) - very informative and to the point, knows her stuff (Name Omitted) - also knows what she teaches   

(Name Omitted) is a fantastic instructor, wish she were the only one lecturing. She lectures really well and I feel that I learned most when she lectured. 

I know the calender is jammed packed, but there has to be a way to spread out the tests a little.  It would just help with getting all the material read. I'm very big on 
reading - I feel if I don't get it done I miss little details about the material that I wouldnt have gotten unless I read. 

(Name Omitted) was the best teacher and if it werent for her wanting everyone to suceed alot of us wouldnt pass this class. 

(Name Omitted) is awesome and she is the best instuctor ive every had. I just wish all my instuctors were like her! 

the book didnt always help, especially with the pediatric portion of the module. I had to go out and buy a different book 

I throughly enjoyed lectures.  (Names Omitted) were both very informative and well versed on their subjects. (Name Omitted) was not as helpful.  Though she was 
able to answer questions on her subject she needs to work on makeing the lecture more interactive.  She reads straight from the powerpoint and no offense but I can 
do that at home.  If she were to add her own insights into the subject, provide examples, ask us questions, anything but read from the powerpoint would be better.  
The only other aspect of the class I would like to see changed is the evidence based project.  The rules of the project were easy enough to understand just need more 
clarification on when we could start working on it.  Many students I spoke to thought that we were not able to work on it till clincials started which left second rotation 
scrambeling to finish, later realizing that we could have been working on it all semester. Just some more clarification on when we could start working on it would be 
good, at the beginning of the semester it just sounded like the project would be based on something we do IN clinical which is why we thought we couldn't start 
working on it TILL clinical. Thank You for a wonderful semester. I feel more prepared to enter the real world than I have after any other semester.  Your dedication is 
invaluable. Keep up the good work. 
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(Name Omitted) does not stay on topic when he lectures. It is very hard to saty focused during his lectures when he is not talking about the subject we are supposed 
to be learning. (Name Omitted) is a great clinical and lecture instructor. She is very helpful and informational and I learned alot from her. 

I do not see why this class is not a pre-req. or why its even required at all.  All of the things that I did in this class were things I learned to do in high school.  I think that 
the teachers are great and very helpful, but I felt that my time could have been better spent focusing on learning actual nursing skills and process than spending it 
doing a research project (done in both English classes) and making spreadsheets or databases or power points.   

(Name Omitted)...she was very nice and her assignments were well explained!!  

"The textbook is very outdated.  Also, I had tried to meet one on one and professor stated, ""this is not a face to face class, but an online class.""  Also, many times 
emailed and no response or feedback whether positive or negative.  " 

I took this course online and (Name Omitted) was my instructor. The criteria for her assignments was not always clear and when I emailed her for clarification she 
either would not reply or she would just tell me to reread the assignment page. She did not see very accessible. 

I am not sure how we were supposed to use anything, but the spreadsheet in nursing informatics.  The rest is all void.  That is probably why this class is being 
replaced with an assessment class. 

I have been very displeased with the approachability and manner with which (Name Omitted) deals with her students. She is very abrupt and strict. She does NOT 
even give a grade for effort on an assignment if it does not suit her or her format (even though some directions for the assignments are very vague), even when the 
student obviously made an effort. (Name Omitted) is very rude when it comes to corrections, judging by the tone of her emails. Two of my assignments, turned in well 
in advance of the deadlines (weeks-months) were left ungraded, and my attempts to correct them proved unsuccessful, due to timing (she intentionally set a deadline 
I could not meet, due to work), or lack of communication (I did send corrections and an attachment and she has yet, since the beginning, sent a reply or adjusted my 
grade), and the abrupt manner with which the instructor replied in the emails, leaving this student to wonder, what she is doing teaching this course? I will be 
complaining, if I do not pass this course. My father read the last email from her, as he was trying to help set up the Access software (WHICH WAS NEVER LISTED 
UNDER TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS) to meet her deadline for corrections on an assignment (it was a saved microsoft database format, but she could not open it 
in microsoft access), and he was very upset, after all the trouble we had gone to to try to load the software and finally had it ready for me to use, which happened to 
be right at 11-12, after I had just got off work earlier that morning, which was my 3rd night of 12-14 hrs shifts, and her deadline was already due at 12, even though I 
did inform her that I was working and would attempt to make every effort to do it on sunday. I have been very upset with how she handles her students and her lack of 
understanding for those of us who do work full-time to afford to go to school full-time. If we were to grade our instructors, she would barely make a F for her attitude.   I 
have yet to see a reply, when I informed her, that I did miss the deadline for corrections, due to having got off work late that morning, technical issues, etc. And yet, 
somehow, I am not surprised.  Please keep in mind, I am not the type to complain about anything or anyone, and take things as they come, but I've been very 
displeased with this instructor and feel it should be known. I can't be the only one to have complained about her. 

(Name Omitted), I really enjoyed distant learning, goes to show you, you can get quality learning even from a distance. You could still access the instructor over the 
net and she could still do her own thing even when certain emergencies arose.  

Some of the assignments and/or instructions were somewhat vague but for the most part all assignments were relevant to course outcome objectives. 
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(Name Omitted) was a great instructor.  She answered all my questions in a timely manner.  I was a great course. 

I took a Microsoft class as a requirement for the LVN program and this class is much of the same except focused more on nursing. I feel this class is not necessary for 
a career in nursing. 

(Name Omitted) is a great teacher and it was very reassuring when she taught our class becasue she new what she was talking about and was able to answer any 
question without having to think about it.  

this class sould have been more organised. i felt like i did not learn much. the material was dry 

no comment 

(Name Omitted) is a great instructor!!!  The course was very informative for my future in the medical field!! 

(Name Omitted) gave wonderful lectures!! I learned so much from her, and her tests reflected the things she discussed in class.  (Name Omitted) is an amazing 
teacher...she really inspires me! The other teachers, (Names Omitted) did powerpoint lectures with group activities.  It was more difficult for me to follow what they 
wanted me to learn and I felt like they expected us to teach ourselves most of the material.  Their tests didn't test all of the specific things they talked about in class.  
Overall I gained a lot of knowledge from this course and am more interested in the subject.   

"I really think this course can be taught as a nursing program pre-requisite, & might be more beneficial to the new nursing student as such.  For that matter, I noticed 
there is a basic computer course required for every medical technology program at DelMar College.  Since most of the concepts can apply to any medical technology, 
I don't see why the course cannot be taught as a med tech informatics computer course, vice a specific nursing informatics computer course.  In regard to this specific 
class, I was disappointed at the level of participation in discussions from other students, & therefore did not get much out of it.  I also found guidance on some of the 
assignments to sometimes be vague, with requested clarification not always received.  The book also did not serve as a good guide to specific technical advice on 
how to perform specific functions for the assignments/competancies in the particular program that needed to be used for the assignment;  so it would be helpful if 
books or guides could be recommended at the beginning of the course that is specific to one's system (i.e.:  Vista, etc...).  I, myself, found most of that information 
needed on the internet; or by simply playing with the program.  Some people aren't efficient at teaching themselves such info - perhaps having a ""lab"" or tutoring 
session at the college in the learning center on a designated day during the week that can be conducted by a student who is program savy (as computer degree 
student perhaps?) would be a great resource for the online student who does not have the opportunity to ask instructors or fellow students for technical program 
information & assistance would be helpful (& helpful beyond just this course!).  " 

For (Name Omitted)'s test, I was always fully prepared - meeting with her also assisted me in acheiving my desired grade.  

thank you (Name Omitted) for all your help during clinicals at shoreline 

I just want (Names Omitted) to have a lecture instead of just focusing on the objectives on the book. Intensive lecture really helps students remember the discussion.  

Great instructors (Names Omitted) made it easy and low stress this semester. I appreciate all of their help. Great teaching methods especially in lab. I enjoyed the 
structure of the lab. It allowed clarification and review for the unit exams. THANK YOU!

(Name Omitted) graded my care plans differently than anyone else, I went to campus and took a class thinking I was doing something wrong, at which point I was 
informed she just does them differently than every one else. 

(Name Omitted) is great and very helpful but I just felt that some of the test where not taken from the reading materials. 

(Name Omitted) is an excellent instructor with tremendous knowledge in the field of nursing.  I truely learned alot from her, and I enjoyed interacticing with her. 

The instructors, (Names Omitted) are very good teachers. They have students interest at heart.They do all they can to help students understand the lecture and apply 
what they have learned in lecture to clincal. They have patients too with students
