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Summary of the Media section of the Student Services Survey 
 
The biannual Student Services Survey was administered to a stratified random sample of Del Mar 
College students during the Spring 2008 semester.  As part of the survey, a College Relations 
Media Survey was included.  A total of 743 surveys (573 paper surveys and 170 online surveys) 
were analyzed.  The total number of responses varies from question to question.  Information from 
the Media Survey has been combined with student demographic information collected from the 
Student Services Survey to provide a more detailed analysis of student behaviors and preferences.  
Please note that the totals for general tables may be different from tables that are further 
disaggregated by category (age group, gender, ethnicity, campus) since—if the student did not 
provide an answer on age, gender, ethnicity or campus—that response was excluded from the 
calculations.  
 
Where Students Seek Information About DMC Programs, Courses and Registration 
 

The majority (74%) of students who answered survey questions on the Web identified the Del Mar 
College website as the source they utilize for obtaining information on programs, courses, and 
registration, and over half (59%) of students completing the paper survey indicated the College 
website as their source of information.  There was no significant difference among age groups for 
Web preferences.  The majority (77%) of students indicated that they use the Del Mar College 
website daily or weekly.  Only three percent of respondents indicated that they never visit the 
website.   
 
Students who completed the survey in the classroom indicated that they mostly visit the website to 
find Catalog/Class Schedule information (59%), Admissions/Registrar information (55%), and 
Financial Aid/Scholarship information (40%).  Students responding to survey questions on the 
Internet use the website more than students responding in class.  Eighty-one percent of Internet 
respondents visit the website to find information on on-line courses, 72 percent look for 
Catalog/Class Schedule information, 65% look for Admissions/Registrar information, and 55 
percent look for Financial Aid/Scholarship information.  While over half (54%) of Internet 
respondents visit the website to find information on degrees and programs, fewer than one-third 
(31%) of classroom respondents do the same. 
 
Over a quarter (29%) of students under 19 years old indicated that they get their information from 
high school counselors.  The Del Mar College Catalog was identified as a source for seeking 
information by 39 percent of classroom survey respondents and 53 percent of Web respondents.  
The class schedule is the third most popular source of information as indicated by 23 percent of 
classroom survey respondents and 39 percent of Internet respondents. However, more students 
(31%) who filled out survey in class receive their information from advisers, while only 17 percent 
of Internet respondents list advisers as their source of information. 



 
Del Mar College Advertising 
 

Prior to each registration period for spring, summer and fall, approximately 130,000 postcards are 
mailed to every residence in Nueces County, and approximately 80,000 inserts are placed in each 
issue of the Corpus Christi Caller-Times, providing information on registration dates, websites and 
procedures.  Some 25,000 Credit Class Schedules are printed and made available on campus, and 
class schedule information is continuously updated on the College's website. 
 
In addition, promotional advertising is placed in the Caller-Times, other area newspapers, on the 
Web with Caller.com, on Clear Channel, and on local television and radio stations. 
 
Almost half (48%) of survey respondents said they received the Del Mar College card in the mail.  
When asked if they saw a Del Mar College ad in the newspaper, 43 percent of the students 
responding to the survey said yes.  Of twelve newspapers listed on the survey, the Caller-Times 
was the most read (94%). 
 
Most students (83%) indicated that they had seen a DMC ad on television, and nearly all (98%) 
said the ad was in English.  Only eleven students said they saw a DMC television ad in Spanish.  
The television stations mentioned most often as the source of the DMC ad include: KIII Channel 
3/5 (58%), KRIS Channel 6/7 (53%), KDF/FOX Channel 47/13 (22%), and KZTV Channel 10/12 
(13%).  Over one-half (58%) of students subscribe to Time Warner Cable, eighteen percent 
subscribe to Grande Communications, and 12 percent subscribe to DIRECTV satellite television. 
 
Students are less likely to hear a DMC advertisement on the radio than they are to see a DMC ad 
on television, though over half (51%) of students indicated that they heard a DMC radio ad.  
 
Only thirteen percent of respondents subscribe to satellite radio, and of those who responded, the 
majority (64%) subscribe to XM Radio.  SIRIUS is the satellite radio choice for 33 percent of 
students. 
 
Rock Alternative is the most listened-to radio format by students under 35.  Only one student 
under 24 indicated listening to Talk Radio/News, while it was the second most popular choice 
(19%) for students over 35.  Country music and Contemporary Hits are equally popular for 
students between ages 20 and 30, with a quarter of students listening to both formats.  However, 
students under 19 tend to favor country music (22%) over contemporary (12%) while students 
over 30 have a reverse preference (country 14% and contemporary 23%).  Both white (45%) and 
Hispanic (35%) students identified Rock Alternative as their preferred radio format.  Country 
music and Contemporary Hits were also popular with approximately one-fourth of students 
listening to it in every ethnic group; however, only one white respondent indicated listening to 
Tejano music, while it was listed as the fifth (11%) most popular radio format among Hispanic 
students. 
 
 
 
 



Can Del Mar College Deliver Students’ Dreams?  
 
Del Mar College began a new marketing campaign using the slogan What’s Your Dream? in the 
fall of 2000.  Students were asked on the Spring 2008 survey to identify the message or tagline for 
DMC’s marketing campaign, and though less than half (44%) of the students answered the 
question, of those who responded almost all (84%) were able to correctly answer What’s Your 
Dream?  Another seven percent of students included the word “dream” in their responses. When 
asked whether DMC can deliver their dreams, 95 percent of paper survey respondents and 90 
percent of Web survey respondents said yes.  Affirmative answers were given by a majority of all 
respondents in each age and gender group.   
 
Summary 
 
The primary sources of information about Del Mar College programs, courses, and registration 
that students use are the Del Mar College website, the College Catalog, and the Class Schedule.  
There has been a shift toward more extensive use of the website over the last two years.   The 
direct mailing of class schedules and cards to all area residents continues to be an effective 
marketing tool for the College.  TV and radio ads also reach the vast majority of students, with 
different stations demonstrating the ability to target different subpopulations.  Overall, the What’s 
Your Dream? campaign has reached prospective and continuing students, with nearly all students 
responding that Del Mar College can help them realize their dreams.
