HISTORY AND ORGANIZATION

Del Mar College was founded in 1935, under the control of the Board of Trustees of the Corpus Christi
Independent School District, to provide two vears of post-secondary education. In 1851, the College
became an independent political sub-division, legally Corpus Christi Junior College District.

Del Mar College started in borrowed classrooms with 154 students in the first class. Today the
College registers more than 25,000 persons each year in academic, occupational, and continuing
education courses. The College now offers programs on two campuses with combined physical assets
of more than $60 million. ‘

The philosophy and mission statements for Del Mar College were evaluated during 1988-89 as a part
of the College’s self-study process for reaffirmation of accreditation from the Southern Association of
Colleges and Schools. The revised mission statement was approved and adopted by the Board of
Regents on February 14, 1989,

Philosophy
Del Mar College is committed to the following concepts:

® Academic freedom and responsibility provide the foundation for the creation
of a learning environment which promotes academic excelience, independent
and creative thinking, and respect for the individual.

® Lifelong learning is- a process for self-development and self-realization by
which the individual assimilates knowledge, develops skill and competency,
and establishes values which enhance his or her understanding of career
choices, quality of life, and responsibilities of citizenship.

o Allindividuals have the right to pursue educational goals and should have the
opportunity to realize the potential of their abilities through quality education.

¢ Involvement and interaction between the College and the community are
essential to insure relevance and vitality in all educational programs,
activities, and services and to enhance cultural, economic and social life.

Mission

Del Mar College is a two-year comprehensive community college with its two campuses located in
Corpus Christi, Nueces County, Texas. Del Mar College is supported by local taxes, appropriations by
the Texas Legislature, tuition and fees, and gifts and grants. It is dedicated to providing access to
educational opportunities for all persons without regard to race, sex, age, religion, national origin, or
handicap. The College affirms that excellence in instruction at reasonable student cost is its highest
priority and that it will fulfill its mission within the limitations of its physical and financial resources.

Specifically, the College has the following six purposes:
® To provide fully accredited occupational, academic and preprofessional

courses leading to certificates, associate degrees, and/or the first two years
of transferable credit toward baccalaureate degrees.
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To provide students with opportunities to train for economic independence;
and to prepare for job entry, occupational advancement, and career
development.

To provide remedial work, where needed and where possible, to help entering
students to perform successfully in their chosen academic or occupational
fields of study.

To provide students the opportunity for lifelong learning in occupational and
avocational pursuits, personal enrichment, and general education based on a
liberal arts curriculum.

To provide students with opportunities to increase intellectual capacities; to
develop aesthetic awareness; to expand the dimensions of personal, social,
ethical, and cultural development; and to develop qualities essential to good
citizenship.

To provide educational activities in cooperation with area independent school
districts, other institutions of higher education, area industries, and area
military bases; and to encourage and provide cultural activities, both
independent of, and in cooperation with, organizations and groups in the
community.
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DEL MAR COLLEGE
BOARD OF REGENTS
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The Board of Regents, the governing body for Del Mar College, is elected by the Corpus Christi Junior College
District. Three positions are filled every two years, with board members serving staggered six-year terms.
In 1989, the Board adopted a modified single member district plan with five Regents elected to represent single
member districts and four members elected at large. Since new single member districts must be drawn based
on 1990 census population, all board positions are up for re-election in 1992,

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DEL MAR COLLEGE PROFILE
FALL 1991

Del Mar College, one of 49 community colleges in Texas,
is state and locally supported.

Total state appropriations received for the fiscal year
1991 were 2.6 percent below state funds received for
the previous fiscal year. The proportion of Del Mar
College’s income received from state funds declined to
44 percent in 1990-91.

Declining state resources have shifted the burden of
support to the local community. While state funds to
Del Mar College increased only 0.2 percent in the last six
years, the income collected through local taxes increased
64 percent during the same period.

The four divisions of instruction are Arts and Sciences,
Business, Occupational Education and Technology, and
Continuing Education and Extension Services.

The total tenure-track faculty numbers 265 for the Fall
1991 semester. Ninety percent hold a masters degree or
higher; seventy-three percent are tenured; and the
average length of service is 11.5 years.

Over 1,400 credit course sections are scheduled from
7:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m. each fall and spring semester.
In addition, an average of 260 non-credit courses are
offered each quarter.

The College serves over 25,000 individuals each year
through credit and non-credit courses.

Degrees and certificates awarded during 1991 totaled
650.

The student headcount in credit courses for the fall
semester of 1991 is 11,139, a record high for the
College.

The average age of students is 27.

Women are the majority (60%), as well as part-time
students (65%).

The student body is 54% minority.

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GENERAL EDUCATIONAL DEVELOPMENT
TESTING PROGRAM

The General Education Development (GED) tests are sponsored by the American Council on Education {ACE)
in Washington, D. C., and are designed to provide candidates an opportunity to earn a high school equivalency
diploma or certificate. All 50 states use GED test results as the basis for issuing high school equivalency
credentials. Del Mar College has been designated as an official GED testing center under the direction of the
Texas Education Agency and the American Council on Education. Neighboring GED centers are located in
Kingsville, Alice, Beeville and in Corpus Christi at Tuloso-Midway Rand Morgan High School.

Nationwide, the number of GED diplomas awarded in one year account for about one-eighth of the high school
diplomas issued. More than half of those who took the test last year planned to continue their education.
Young adults, ages 24 and under, accounted for more than 55 percent of examinees.

in 1990, the number of adults who took the GED in the United States increased 12 percent and, despite the
increased complexity of the test and the greater number of tests taken, the pass rate still heid at about 70
percent. Locally, the number of persons attempting the test at Del Mar College decreased 15 percent,
however, the passing rate increased from 68 percent to 79 percent from 19839-90 to 1990-91.
