





On the cover: In 2011, the Del Mar College Fine Arts Center is being renovated and
expanded with the help of a $10.2 million revenue bond funded in 2008 by dedicated
revenue and approved by the Del Mar College Board of Regents. Located next to the
music building on the College's East Campus, the Fine Arts Center will be enhanced with
an additional 28,000 square feet and a 340-seat theater. The new space will include the
theater, additional classrooms, faculty work spaces, and acting, radio production, and set
design studios.

A majority of the new construction will be added to the existing Bartlett Theatre, which
was designed to accommodate productions for an audience of about 130. Construction
began in January, 2011 and is expected be completed by early 2012. The project’s design
team is led by local firm Richter Architects, and Bartlett-Cocke/Beecroft Joint-Venture
will serve as the general contractor.
