Where to find citation information on IMDb.com:

APA Audiovisual Media Citations 
Citations for audiovisual media include: 

• Author’s name (may be the director, executive producer, or writer of the piece of media)

• Author’s title (in parentheses)

• Date of publication (in parentheses)

• Title of episode (if applicable; capitalize only first word of the title, first word of subtitle, and proper nouns)

• Title of work italicized (capitalize only first word of the title, first word of subtitle, and proper nouns)

• Publisher

• URL (if applicable)

Note: Include as much of the above information as possible in the reference entry. Any missing information may be left out. 

Examples: 
Last name, D. D. (Director). (Year). Title of work [Description]. Production Company. URL
